spond? 
Do you simply  
believe what your church believes? Can you explain why you  
believe what you believe?  

     Peter probably had scenarios like these in mind when he wrote 
that we should “sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts, always  
being ready to make a defense to everyone who asks you to give  
an account for the hope that is in you.” 1 Pet 3:15 NASB 

     As we begin the new year I felt it was important to review the 
significant beliefs of Christian Challenge with the congregation. 
Each Sunday during the month of January I want to focus on our 
Statement of Faith and the Seven Tenets of Faith. This morning 
you will receive a handout that you can reference as we go along. 
The purpose of this is to help all of us be able to answer the  
question “Why do we believe what we believe?” I hope you join  
us every Sunday in January. It will be a wonderful journey of  
discovery together. 

I love serving Jesus with you! 
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�  oday we continue examining what we believe as a church. In 
this morning’s teaching we’re going to cover the first three 

of our  “Seven Tenets of Faith”. (Additional printed copies will be 
available.) 

     The first three tenets of faith discuss 1) our belief in the Bible as 
the inspired Word of God, 2) our understanding of the nature of the 
Church of Jesus Christ and 3) how He operates in the local church 
through His Holy Spirit.  

     Understanding these three areas of faith is important to your 
continued growth as a believer and to your usefulness to the  
Kingdom of God. Knowing that the Bible is your only authority 
keeps you from being deceived and drawn away into error. Being 
aware that the Church (with a capital “C”) is much bigger than we 
are keeps us from pride. And seeing how each local body of Christ 
operates under the direct leadership of the Holy Spirit allows us to 
plug in where we’re supposed to be and flow with what God is  
doing throughout the earth. Now that’s PURPOSE! Please review 
1 Peter 3:15 as we prepare our hearts to learn.

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�  oday we continue examining what we believe as a church. In 
this morning’s teaching we’re going to cover the forth and 

fifth of our  “Seven Tenets of Faith”. (Additional printed copies 
will be available.) 

     The forth tenet speaks about the Lordship of Jesus Christ over 
the Universal Church, the local church and every Christian man 
and family. It’s important to understand how each of these God-
ordained institutions operate under the leadership of Jesus. 

     The fifth tenet addresses the issue of the security of the believer. 
There is no more crucial doctrine to experiencing a walk of peace 
and stability. Many Christians struggle with issues of acceptance 
and truly feeling loved but when you finally comprehend that your 
place in the family is forever secure, then you can be released to 
serve God with passion! 

     I trust this series is helpful to you in understanding Christian 
Challenge. I pray it also helps solidify your own beliefs. Once 
again our text is 1 Peter 3:15 — let’s be ready to answer! 

I love serving Jesus with you! 
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�  oday we finalize our series that  
examines what we believe as a church. In this morning’s 

teaching we’re going to cover the last two of our “Seven Tenets of 
Faith”. (Additional printed copies will be available.) 

     The fifth tenet speaks about the operation of the Holy Spirit in 
the earth. This is an area that we need to clearly understand so we 
won’t be easily swayed by what looks like the Holy Spirit but  
isn’t. The good news is the Lord didn’t leave us to figure this out 
on our on! The Scriptures give us both instructions and promises 
pertaining to these things. What is important is that we always  
remember to “not exceed what is written.” 

     The final tenet addresses the issue of the authority of the name 
of Jesus. We have been commissioned to do all things in His name 
as a public testimony of our faith in Him. This has implications in 
every area of our life and we would do well to understand this. 

     I trust that this series has been helpful to you and that you have 
a better understanding of “why we believe what we believe”. We’ll 
wrap up our teaching with our text from 1 Peter 3:15. 

I love serving Jesus with you! 
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�  he word “relationships” has just about reached buzzword 
status in the business world. Companies use it to describe 

their connection to clients and vendors, they provide employee 
training in how to improve their “interpersonal relationships”, they 
talk about “managing” business relationships, etc. The word gets so 
overused and taken out of context that we almost lose sight of what 
real relationships really are.  

     The Lord knows that relationships are important to us. In fact, 
HE created us to need and crave human companionship — it was 
His idea that we not be alone. During February we are going to 
study “Real Relationships.” We’re going to be talking about  
marriage (next week), parent/child relationships and friendship.  

     Today we will set a foundation for this series by talking about 
“God’s Idea of a Real Relationship”. Since relationships were 
His idea, He has a lot to say to us about the topic! Let’s dig in!
