Part 3—Parents 

& Children 

 

A s we con-

tinue our 

series on “Real  

Relationships”  

today we come to 

the topic of Parent/

Child Relation-

ships. The Bible 

has a lot to say 

about these relationships and has a lot of examples of relationships 

that work and of relationships that are broken. 

     Malachi is the last book of the Old Testament, and it ends with a 

picture of broken relationships between parent and child. But there 

is also a promise, that the coming of the Messiah would be ushered 

in by the restoration of those relationships. It also speaks of the 

damage if the parent/child relationship is not restored. 

     So what is the relationship between a parent and child supposed 

to look like? Does it change over time as the child matures? Are 

there any good examples in Scripture that we can model our lives 

after? Or there any bad examples that we should seek to avoid? 

     We’re going to address this topic today and see if we can’t gain 

some wisdom for practical living. Our text is Malachi 4:5-6. May 

we leave here with restored relationships that honor God and bring 

peace to our home. That is my prayer.
