one way to successfully 
navigate the murky waters of business is to have a partner. A  
partner at its most basic level is defined as “one who shares” and 
those involved in a partnership generally have defined levels of risk 
and reward. Like links in a chain, each one provides something to 
accomplish a larger task. 
      Peter understood the concept of partnership, each one providing 
their own part, and actually lived it out. Luke 5:10 tells us that 
prior to Jesus having called him, Peter was in a partnership with 
James and John, and that partnership obviously carried over into 
their future ministry. Together they accepted the Jesus’ invitation 
to partner with Him in fishing for men. 
      In our text today we find that Pater talks about the partnership 
agreement we have with the Lord, although he doesn’t use that 
term. But what he does do is describe the role the that each one of 
us plays, the responsibilities and privileges that are afforded to 
each partner. As a member of this divine partnership we receive 
tremendous benefits. But we’re also expected to pull our weight. 
      Let’s take a look at our Partnership Agreement with the Lord, 
based on 2 Peter 1:2-8. We’re going to discover that the Lord has 
completely fulfilled His end of the partnership! He took the risk 
and shared with us the reward! But there are some things that we 
are called on to supply that will ultimately make our lives have true 
meaning and purpose. Let’s study!
