with warning labels on 
them nowadays? Some of 
them are fairly easy to  
understand while others 
don’t seem to make sense. 
Sometimes you wonder why a warning label has to be on there in 
the first place? “Who would even think to do THAT?”  
      Warning labels do serve an important purpose — they tell us 
about dangers we might not otherwise be aware of. Sometimes the 
dangers are easily seen but sometimes they’re more insidious,  
hidden from plain sight. 
      Peter saw some dangers ahead for believers and left some 
warning labels to help them navigate through the dangers. He knew 
false teachers would arise and attempt to exploit the believers so he 
left some clear markers. While the warnings seem dire he also left 
some promises to those who would heed the warning labels. 
      Let’s take a look at some of the warnings labels Peter wrote. 
But we’ll also take a look at one of the greatest promises you’ll 
ever discover in the Scriptures! We’ll be studying 2 Peter 2:1-9 and 
you may want to take a look at those verses before the service  
begins so you can be ready to receive what the Lord has for you.
