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  ow do you feel when someone 

says, “I’m praying for you?” I 
think most of us are grateful when 
someone says that. It expresses a 
level of concern, care and commitment on their part that we deeply 
appreciate. It’s good to know that people are praying for us. 
      As your pastor I pray for you often. I pray for this church as a 
whole, but I also will go down the list and pray for the families and 
individuals as the Lord leads. Sometimes the prayers are general in 

nature and other times they are very  
specific. I try to be guided by the Lord in 
praying according to His will. 
      I learned to do this based on the  
example of the apostle Paul. In several 
of his letters he wrote about his prayers 
for the churches he was writing to. He  
described both the frequency (“always”) 

and the content of his prayers. By following his example I know 
exactly how to pray for you! 
      This morning I want to take a look at the kind of prayers Paul 
prayed for the churches under his care. I believe these prayers  
reveal the heart of God towards you — His longings, His desires, 
His will. That’s why I pray them for you! Let’s look at “My Prayer 
for You” beginning in Colossians 1:9-12. That way, next time I tell 
you “I’m praying for you,” you’ll know what I prayed!
