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�  ne of the greatest dangers facing Christians in America 
today is the temptation to live a selfish life. We are  

surrounded by a culture of consumerism and are encouraged to 
spend lavishly on every self-centered desire. Our music tells us 
to do it our way. The commercials tell us to have it our way. 
The lie is repeated over and over, that “it’s all about me.” And if 
a lie is repeated often enough, it becomes truth to the listener. 
      In contrast, Jesus came to teach a different way of living. He 
lived a life that was “other-centered” rather than “me-centered”. 
As you study His life you’ll find that time after time He put the 
wants, needs and desires of others well before His own. He 
lived from a generous heart. 
      I believe this is what a Christian life is supposed to  look 
like. It lives, not for itself, but for others, always looking for a 
way to give, to support, to encourage, to promote someone else. 
When we learn to live from a generous heart we find life is so 
full, so rewarding, so meaningful. On the contrary, when we live 
from a stingy, self-centered heart, we find that life is empty, 
shallow and unfulfilling and we find it hard to trust others. 
      Our text today says it so well: “The generous man will be 
prosperous, and he who waters will himself be watered.” (Prov 
11:25 NASB) Let’s take a look at what it means to live from a 
generous heart. And remember to always ...
