�� ast week we started a two-part series on “How to Build a 

LIFE”, based on the experiences of Ezra and Nehemiah in 
rebuilding Jerusalem. We talked about 5 keys to building a life:  
1)Confession is Good for the Soul, 2)Take Responsibility, 3)Live 
in Community, 4)Don’t Get Distracted, and 5)Re-Covenant. 
These are great starting places to building your life. 
     Today I’d like to continue this discussion with some more 
keys to building a life. But these keys deal more with building a 
GREAT life. Many people are not really living, they’re just exist-
ing, plodding from one day to the next, from one activity to the 
next, hoping that something will spice up their life. It’s one of the 
reasons people without the Lord will often turn to substitutes like 
alcohol, drugs and other illicit activities. They’re looking for 
something that makes life sparkle. 
     Ezra and Nehemiah lived lives that sparkled. Their lives had 
meaning and purpose and substance. Their lives brimmed with 
authenticity that left no room for any kind of substitute. If you 
want to live that way, then today’s message is for you! Although 
we’re going to take our lessons from Ezra and Nehemiah, our text 
will be John 10:10 from the New Living Translation: “The thief's 
purpose is to steal and kill and destroy. My purpose is to give 
them a rich and satisfying life.” Ready for that kind of life?
